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On Individualism in the History of Psychology Again

Abstract

From the development of psychology in the 20th century to the history of modern thought, in
addition to the two sources of knowledge theory, empiricism and rationalism, there are also the
sources of human nature and value theory, humanism, liberalism and Romanticism. But how to
name this thread of thought is still a difficult question to ponder. Related to this, how does the
history of philosophy and psychology, as a component of the history of ideas, characterize the
characteristics of ideas mainly composed of French thinkers in the 18th century? It is also a
question to be explored. This paper points out and proves that in the context of the history of
philosophical psychology, the essence of enlightenment thought should be represented as
liberalism, and then the philosophy of human nature parallel with modern epistemology should be
represented as individualism.
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
